1. Position the new audio unit antenna cable onto the headliner, making sure the cable has enough
length to be connected to the body/ roof connectors at the tape location(s) applied earlier. Apply
tape to temporarily hold the audio unit antenna cable in position on the headliner.

2. Apply the adhesive in the same location as the factory installed adhesive along the full length of the
antenna cable-to-headliner to avoid any NVH concern(s).
